SUNDAY OF THE PHARISEE AND
THE PUBLICAN

FHARISeE

How is it that the Publican went
home justified, and not the
righteous Pharisee?

Our salvation is always balancing
on the razor’s edge. “Every good
deed is made of no effect through
foolish pride” and “vainglory brings
to nothing the riches of
righteousness.” “Though Pharisee
was rich in virtues, foolish pride
brought the Pharisee to poverty.”

It was the inclination of the heart at
a fleeting moment that did the
Pharisee in. If he prayed the same
prayer with lowliness of mind, he
would have maintained his
righteousness and added the
righteousness of humility. But, with
a proud heart, God loved Him too
much to leave him in such a state
and so he was to be humbled.
Compeare this to the Publican, whose
“every evil” was “cleansed by
humility”. This is because “humility
scatters a multitude of passions.”
“The Publican and Pharisee ran the
race of life together, but the one was
overcome by foolish pride and
brought to shipwreck, while the
other was saved by humility.” So, let
us run our lives with humility.
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Troparion, T.5: Let us the faithful acclaim and worship the Word,* co-
eternal with the Father and the Spirit,* and born of the Virgin for our
salvation.* For He willed to be lifted up on the cross in the flesh, to
suffer death* and to raise the dead by His glorious resurrection.

Troparion, T.1: Rejoice, full of grace, Virgin Mother of God!* From you
there dawned the Sun of Righteousness, Christ our God,* who
enlightens those who dwell in darkness.* And you, O righteous Elder,
be glad!* You received in your embrace* the Liberator of our souls,*
who grants us resurrection.
