He looked at the path of
holiness as something he could add
on to what he already had, whereas
it was an emptying precisely so that
Christ could fill him.

LITURGICAL CALENDAR

September 1st is the first day of the Church New Year is also called the
beginning of the Indiction. The term Indiction comes from a Latin word
meaning, “to impose.” It was originally applied to the imposition of taxes
in Egypt. The first worldwide Indiction was in 312 when the Emperor
Constantine saw a miraculous vision of the Cross in the sky. Before the
introduction of the Julian calendar, Rome began the New Year on
September 1.

According to Holy Tradition, Christ entered the synagogue on September
1 to announce His mission to mankind (Luke 4:16-22). Quoting Isaiah

61:1-2, the Savior proclaimed, “The spirit of the Lord is upon Me; because
He has anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor; He has sent Me to
proclaim release to captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at
liberty those who are oppressed, to proclaim the acceptable year of the
Lord...” This scene is depicted in a Vatican manuscript (Vatican, Biblioteca.
Cod. Gr. 1613, p.1).

Tradition says that the Hebrews entered the Promised Land in September.

BAsIC GUIDELINES FOR RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION

1. You are a member of the Catholic Church;

2. You have participated in the Sacrament of Confession at least during
the Easter or Christmas seasons this past year if not more frequently;
3. You attend Divine Services regularly;

4. Your lifestyle is consistent with the teaching of the Catholic Church;
5. You have kept the Liturgical fast - no food at least one hour prior to
the Divine Liturgy.

6. You have been in church from the beginning of the service or at least
heard the Gospel.

7. To the best of your ability, you are in the state of Grace.

If for any of these or other reasons you cannot receive Holy Communion,
you are welcome to come for a blessing. Please indicate to the priest that
you would like to receive his blessing.
