Today’s Gospel says that if we love 
only those who love us, and do good 
only to those who do good to us, 
what do we have to boast about? For 
this is natural to any human being 
and can even be a source of feeding 
our own pride and selfishness. And 
this is why we hear in today’s 
Gospel the admonition that we are 
to love our enemies.  
 

We are to love and to be merciful, 
expecting and hoping for nothing 
in return. In loving our enemies we 
create a situation of imbalance 
which challenges and threatens our 
human will … for on the one hand, 
our enemies may be insulting us, 
may be unkind to us, may not 
understand us – and yet we are 
called by Christ to show them love.  
 

Not for the purpose of ‘winning 
them over’ (although this may be a 
wonderful consequence of showing 
selfless love), but we are especially 
instructed to love our enemies 
because in doing so we are thrust 
into the arena of loving with no 
strings attached, with no 
expectations of reward or 
reciprocity, but simply & 
generously pouring ourselves out in 
a spirit of self-denial and 
demonstration of the love of God.

A	Reading	from	the	2nd	letter	of	St.	Paul	to	the	Corinthians	11:31-12:9	
Brothers	and	Sisters,	the	God	and	Father	of	the	Lord	Jesus	(blessed	be	he	
forever!)	knows	that	I	do	not	 lie.	In	Damascus,	the	governor	under	King	
Aretas	guarded	the	city	of	Damascus	 in	order	 to	seize	me,	but	 I	was	 let	
down	 in	 a	 basket	 through	 a	window	 in	 the	wall,	 and	 escaped	 from	his	
hands.	It	is	necessary	to	boast;	nothing	is	to	be	gained	by	it,	but	I	will	go	on	
to	 visions	 and	 revelations	 of	 the	 Lord.	 I	 know	 a	 person	 in	 Christ	 who	
fourteen	years	 ago	was	 caught	up	 to	 the	 third	heaven—whether	 in	 the	
body	or	out	of	the	body	I	do	not	know;	God	knows.	And	I	know	that	such	a	
person—whether	 in	 the	 body	 or	 out	 of	 the	 body	 I	 do	 not	 know;	 God	
knows—	was	caught	up	into	Paradise	and	heard	things	that	are	not	to	be	
told,	that	no	mortal	is	permitted	to	repeat.	On	behalf	of	such	a	one	I	will	
boast,	but	on	my	own	behalf	I	will	not	boast,	except	of	my	weaknesses.	But	
if	I	wish	to	boast,	I	will	not	be	a	fool,	for	I	will	be	speaking	the	truth.	But	I	
refrain	from	it,	so	that	no	one	may	think	better	of	me	than	what	is	seen	in	
me	or	heard	from	me,	even	considering	the	exceptional	character	of	the	
revelations.	Therefore,	to	keep	me	from	being	too	elated,	a	thorn	was	given	
me	in	the	flesh,	a	messenger	of	Satan	to	torment	me,	to	keep	me	from	being	
too	elated.	Three	 times	 I	 appealed	 to	 the	Lord	about	 this,	 that	 it	would	
leave	me,	but	he	said	to	me,	“My	grace	is	sufficient	for	you,	for	power	is	
made	 perfect	 in	 weakness.”	 So,	 I	 will	 boast	 all	 the	 more	 gladly	 of	 my	
weaknesses,	so	that	the	power	of	Christ	may	dwell	in	me.

World	Mission	Sunday	is	held	every	year	on	the	
second-to-last	 Sunday	 of	 October.	 This	 year	 it	
will	take	place	on	19	October	with	the	theme	of		
"I	urge	every	Catholic	parish	in	the	world	to	take	
part	 in	World	Mission	 Sunday,"	 Pope	 Leo	 said,	
underscoring,	 "Your	 prayers,	your	support	 will	
help	spread	the	Gospel,	provide	for	pastoral	and	
catechetical	 programs,	 help	 to	 build	 new	
churches,	and	care	for	the	health	and	educational	
needs	 of	 our	 brothers	 and	 sisters	 in	 mission	
territories."	

"When	 I	 served	 as	 a	 missionary	 priest	 and	 Bishop	 in	 Peru,"	 Pope	 Leo	
illustrated,	"I	saw	first-hand	how	the	faith,	the	prayer	and	the	generosity	
shown	on	World	Mission	Sunday	can	transform	entire	communities."	
Hence,	 he	 gave	 all	 Catholic	 parishes	 some	 concrete	 homework.	 "This	
October	 19th,	 as	 we	 reflect	 together	 on	 our	 baptismal	 call	 to	 be	
'missionaries	of	hope	among	the	peoples,'"	the	Pope	encouraged,	"let	us	
commit	 ourselves	 anew	 to	 the	 sweet	 and	 joyful	 task	 of	 bringing	 Christ	
Jesus	our	Hope	to	the	ends	of	the	earth."

особливу	 молитву	 за	 тих,	 хто	 присвячує	 своє	 життя	 місіонерській	
діяльності,	 а	 також	 проводить	 збірки	 на	 підтримку	 місіонерів	 та	
громад,	 серед	 яких	 вони	 служать.	 Цього	 року	 такий	 день	
відзначатиметься	 19	 жовтня.	 «Коли	 я	 був	 священником,	 а	 потім	
єпископом-місіонером	у	Перу,	я	на	власні	очі	бачив,	як	віра,	молитва	
і	 великодушність,	 проявлені	 в	 цей	 День,	 можуть	 змінювати	 цілі	
громади»,	 –	 зазначає	 Святіший	 Отець	 у	 відеозверненні,	 в	 рамках	
приготування	 до	 дня,	 під	 час	 якого	 «вся	 Церква	 об'єднується	 в	
молитві	за	місіонерів	і	плідність	їхньої	апостольської	праці».	
Папа	 заохочує	 кожну	 католицьку	 парафію	 у	 світі	 взяти	 участь	 у	
Всесвітньому	дні,	наголошуючи:	«Ваші	молитви	та	допомога	служать	
поширенню	 Євангелія,	 підтримці	 душпастирських	 програм,	
катехизації,	 будівництву	 нових	 храмів	 та	 задоволенню	медичних	 і	
освітніх	 потреб	наших	братів	 і	 сестер	на	місійних	 територіях».	 Він	
закликає	19	жовтня,	«розмірковуючи	разом	над	нашим	хрещальним	
покликанням	 бути	 “місіонерами	 надії	 серед	 народів”»,	 поновити	
«наше	 смиренне	 і	 радісне	 зобов'язання	 нести	 Ісуса	 Христа,	 нашу	
Надію,	до	кінців	землі».	«Дякую,	–	завершує	Лев	XIV,	–	за	все,	що	ви	
зробите,	щоб	допомогти	мені	допомагати	місіонерам	у	всіх	частинах

SPIRITUAL STORY 
	

“I	 have	 no	 other	 plan”:	 S.D.	 Gordon	 has	 a	 beautiful	 story	 about	 the	
Ascension	of	Jesus	into	Heaven.	When	the	grand	welcome	ceremony	was	
over,	the	Archangel	Gabriel	approached	Jesus	with	a	question.	He	said,	“I	
know	 that	 only	 a	 very	 few	 in	 Palestine	 are	 aware	 of	 the	 great	work	 of	
human	 salvation	 You	 have	 accomplished	 through	 Your	 suffering,	 death	
and	Resurrection.

Jesus	answered,	“I	have	told	
all	My	 Apostles	 to	 tell	 other	 people	 about	Me	 and	 preach	My	Message	
through	their	lives.	That’s	all.”	“Suppose	they	don’t	do	that?”	Gabriel	asked.	
“What’s	your	Plan	B?”	Jesus	replied,	“I	have	no	other	plan;	I	am	counting	
on	them.”	On	this	World	Mission	Sunday,	the	Church	reminds	us	that	Jesus	
is	counting	on	each	one	of	us	to	make	Him	known	loved	and	accepted	by	
others	around	us.	
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
